	I-710 Southern Terminus Project (Shoemaker Bridge)
	$4,000,000 
	Transportation
	The I-710 Goods Movement Corridor is a vital regional transportation artery linking the City of Long Beach, Port of Long Beach and Port of Los Angeles to the Los Angeles region and beyond.  The I-710 is the principal north-south freeway link from Long Beach and both ports to downtown Los Angeles, off-dock intermodal rail yards, and other critical freeways such as I-405, SR-91, I-105, I-5, SR-60 and I-10, serving both goods movement and passenger needs.  This project is a key early action project of the I-170 Goods Movement Corridor.  It incorporates the realignment of the Shoemaker Bridge and ramps extending into downtown Long Beach, and eventually the reconstruction of the Pacific Coast Highway overpass, and Anaheim Street overpass.  $4 million is needed for final engineering, design and environmental clearance for the Shoemaker Bridge.

	Long Beach is a leader in reducing water usage through the innovative approaches taken by the Long Beach Water Department.  The next step to ensure Long Beach is using water as efficiently as possible is to address the City’s aging irrigation systems.  This request would fund the first phase of the implementation of an irrigation master plan for park and median island irrigation systems and would begin to replace the broken, leaking and inefficient portions of the system with efficient irrigation systems.

	Gang Intervention and Prevention Program
	$1,590,000
	Public Safety
	The program is designed as a multifaceted intervention program to affect youth between the ages of 8 through 14 before they become established gang members.  This multi-pronged approach consists of educating both youth and parents, in coordination with the Long Beach Unified School District; mentoring of at-risk children in the community in coordination with the Long Beach Police Department and the Police Athletic League (PAL); graffiti abatement focused on youth tagging crews to turn them away from a gang entry activity through education, diversionary after-school activities, clean up and enforcement; and intelligence-led policing that utilizes data analysis and intelligence to reduce crime.  This original $1.4 million request received $267,900 in FY 08, and the $1.59 million FY 09 request would allow full implementation of the program.

This project is directly adjacent to a proposed 56-acre sports park and restored wetland, and will enhance safety and access to the facility.  This project builds on a previous federal investment (TEA-LU funding), and will allow for the project’s completion.

This program will facilitate the coordination, assessment and evaluation of existing programs, activities and services throughout the region.  It will also promote the inclusion of senior interests in regional and local planning to ensure a well-organized network and efficient system of services for seniors while minimizing the gaps, fragmentation and duplication of services.

	Colorado Lagoon Restoration Program

	The Army Corps of Engineers previously awarded the City a $900,000 Estuary Restoration Grant to dredge the accumulated polluted sediments from the Lagoon and to re-slope portions of the Lagoon’s shore to allow replanting with native wetland plants.  At the time of the grant award, original cost estimates for that project were low, since the original proposal underestimated the amount of sediment that requires dredging.  The total amount of contaminated and compromised sediment that must be removed from the project site has increased significantly, and the total cost for the dredging project outlined above is now estimated at $3.51 million.  This request is for an additional $1.38 million in FY 09 appropriations to augment the $900,000 Estuary Restoration Grant so that this project can proceed.

	The City of Long Beach is undertaking an unprecedented effort to fund a Reconnaissance Study of the Long Beach Breakwater, using City Tidelands funding and a grant from the State Coastal Conservancy.  Despite the City spending its own resources and performing the majority of the work, a Reconnaissance study may only be completed and certified by the US Army Corps of Engineers.  It is estimated that the Army Corps of Engineers will require $30,000 to review the City’s Reconnaissance study and make a determination as to if there is federal interest in proceeding to the next step.  This is a reduction from the original estimate of $100,000 the Corps requires to do a full Reconnaissance Study without the City’s assistance.

	Improvements to Paramount Boulevard

	Paramount Boulevard is a designated truck route with daily traffic volume of approximately 29,900 vehicles that serves the SR-91 Freeway, a major highway of importance to vehicle and goods movement nationally as well as regionally.  This project would build upon previously funded roadway improvements on Paramount Blvd. from Artesia Blvd. and the SR-91 Freeway north to the City limit, which were constructed with redevelopment funds, as well as improvements south of Artesia Blvd. to the City limit north of Candlewood Street, which will utilize federal TEA-LU funds.  Improvements on this 1.4-mile stretch would include the construction of new medians and upgrade of existing traffic signals.

	Ramona Park Improvements Project

	Ramona Park, located near the corner of Artesia Boulevard and Obispo Avenue in North Long Beach, is a 50 year old, seven-acre neighborhood park.  Extensive investments in the late 1990’s have kept most of the park infrastructure intact.  However, the park is currently experiencing a high level of gang and graffiti activity.  To combat the sense of danger felt by park patrons and reduce the level of recurring property damage, the City is requesting federal funding to: replace the current restroom; increase lighting in the park; install web-based security cameras; and install an emergency phone at the park’s baseball field.
