AMENDMENT NO. ONE TO CONTRACT NO. 31455

X 1. The term is extended to August 1, 2011,
X 2. $225,000 has been added to the 1st renewal term for a total (“not to exceed”) amount of $675,000.

3. Prices during this period shall remain firm.

X 4. The price for certain items shall be increased as shown on Exhibit “A”, which is attached hereto and
incorporated herein by this reference.

5. The price for certain items shall be decreased as shown on Exhibit “A”, which is attached hereto and
incorporated herein by this reference.

6. The discount offered to the City is increased by %

this reference, are hereby deleted from the Contract.

8. The locations identified on Exhibit “B", which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this
reference, are hereby added to the Contract.

Except as expressly amended above, all terms and conditions in this Contract are ratified and confirmed
and remain in full force and effect.
