What are your most critical preservation planning issues?  The City of Long Beach has historic districts that are in part of the City dealing with broader issues such as residential overcrowding, crime, and in lower income neighborhoods. One of the critical preservation planning issues involves how to equitably address enforcement of unpermitted and incompatible work. 

What is the single accomplishment of your local government this year that has done the most to further preservation in your community?  Single biggest accomplishment has been to adopt a new historic district. The Grant Neighborhood Historic District is the only district in North Long Beach. Adoption of the district in North Long Beach represents an opportunity to increase awareness, and education in a part of the community where there few officially adopted districts. 

What recognition are you providing for successful preservation projects or programs?  The City has featured successful projects in the City of Long Beach Development Services Newsletter, and the Cultural Heritage Commission Annual Report. Both are available to the public at the City website. In addition, Long Beach Heritage holds an annual historic preservation awards ceremony to celebrate important preservation projects in the City of Long Beach.
