• Funding for the City's Fiscal Year 2011 Appropriation Requests, including
a regional Stormwater improvement plan, the Breakwater Study, the
Colorado lagoon, Water Conservation funds, Police Technology, Library
Technology, and improvements to the lakes in Scherer and EI Dorado
parks.

• Advocating for additional or unallocated Stimulus funding to be directed to
infrastructure improvements and demonstrating long Beach's capability to
spend additional funds.

• Continuation of the C-17 production line
• Accessing the Troubled Assets Relief Program for the City's lehman

Brothers Holding, Inc. commercial paper loss
• Opposition to designating areas in long Beach as FEMA residual flood

risk areas
• Opposition to granting federal immunity to the Online Travel Companies

from remitting hotel occupancy taxes to local governments.
