· (7/19) Recommendation to receive supporting documentation into the record, concluding the public hearing to consider the modification and renewal of the Downtown Property and Business Improvement District (DLBPBID); direct City Clerk to tabulate the ballots and report the results of the tabulation to the Mayor and City Council during the July 19, 2022 meeting; and, if a majority of ballots received are in favor of the renewal of the DLBPBID, adopt resolution to modify and renew the DLBPBID for a term of 10 years, effective January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2032.
