DISCUSSION 

At its September 18, 2008 meeting the Commission requested that staff research and report back on the recyclability of recycling bags, and options for purchasing recycling bins for Belmont Shore.

Plastic bags intended for use in recycling bins are commercially available.  These bags are recyclable.  They are generally differentiated from plastic garbage bags in that they are clear  or transparent.  This allows the operator to observe and identify the type of recyclable collected, which is useful for any additional sorting which may be necessary.

Recycling containers suitable for use on Second Street are available in a variety of materials, styles, and prices.  Currently, approximately 40 trash bins manufactured by QuickCrete Products Corporation (Palm series) are installed along Second Street.  Quick Crete does manufacture a similar product for recycling.  Their products and options from other manufacturers are listed in Attachment 1.
