DISCUSSION

On April 17, 2001, the Long Beach City Council adopted the 2000-2005 Housing Element.  The Housing Element contains 37 housing programs, which address community concerns relating to housing and neighborhoods.

California State law requires that cities submit to their legislative body a progress report on the implementation of their Housing Element.  The intent of this statute is to summarize housing development accomplishments for the year and to report on the City’s progress in meeting its Regional Housing Assessment goals.  The principal purpose of this report (Attachment A) is to satisfy this requirement and to bring to the attention of the people of our City the more important implementation achievements of the past year.

On October 21, 2004, the Planning Commission reviewed and forwarded the 2003-2004 Housing Element Annual Report to City Council (Attachment B).
