Washington Neighborhood Walks Program Statistics
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During the Neighborhood walks that took place:
• 300 people contacted
• Calls for service up 4%

o During NW (Feb 27 to May 1, 2021):
§ 1,624 calls for service 

• 921 dispatched
• 703 officer initiated

o Prior to NW (Dec 25, 2020, to Feb 26, 2021): 
§ 1,559 calls for service 

• 840 dispatched
• 719 officer initiated

• Firearm Assaults – No Increase
o During NW: 5 incidents

§ One hit shooting
§ Three no-hit shootings
§ One negligent discharge

o Prior to NW: 5 incidents
§ Three hit shootings
§ One no-hit shooting
§ One negligent discharge

North Division Neighborhood Walks Program Statistics
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During the 29 Neighborhood walks that took place:

• 1,442 people contacted
• Calls for service down 4.2%

o During NW (June 15 to August 31, 2021):
§ 1,617 calls for service 

• 1,334 dispatched
• 283 officer initiated

o Prior to NW (March 29 to June 14, 2021): 
§ 1,689 calls for service 

• 1,404 dispatched
• 285 officer initiated

• Firearm Assaults down 20%
o During NW: 4 Incidents

§ Two hit shootings
§ Two no-hit shootings

o Prior to NW: 5 Incidents
§ One hit shooting
§ Two no-hit shootings
§ Two negligent discharges
