The City renewed a fair housing services contract with the Fair Housing Foundation in
2021. They receive $85K to provide fair housing services. Per the RFP, FHF are
encouraged to provide workshops and other public outreach events in R/ECAPs and
broader CDBG-eligible areas.

FHF also uses EDDM to send flyers to very low to low income households in different
zip code areas throughout the city.
