They introduced me and my sister to the game and the sport I grew to
love, excel at, and would eventually become the focal point of a suceessful career, including
being the Director of Tennis for over 25 years at Billie Jean King Tennis Center here in Long
Beach. I am convinced none of this would have been possible without the groundbreaking,
pioneering work of Long Beach legend, Billie Jean King.

She is a former World No.1 professional tennis player winning 39 Grand Slam titles.

She is regarded by many in the sport as ohe of the greatest women'’s tennis players of all time.
King was inducted into the international Tehnis Hall of Fame in 1987. She also founded the
Women's Tennis Association and The Women's Sports Foundation. She beat Bobby Riggs in
the historic 1973 “Battle of the Sexes” tennis match, a groundbreaking historical moment when
notes in her recent children's book that she also realized she identified as gay.




In 1972 she was, along with John Woaoden, the joint winner of the Sports lilustrated ‘Sportsman
of the Year’ award. She became Time Magazine's Person of the Year in 1975, She has also
received the Presidential Medal of Freedom and was inducted into the National Women’s Hall of
Fame in 1990. ‘

King is also an established author, an advocate for gender equality and has long been a pioneer
for equality and social justice.
