Ron Palmer Summer & Academic Camp dates are August 9 - August 12 from 8am - 5pm at
Browning High School (2180 Obispo Avenue, Long Beach, CA 90804). This year’s focus is
on fun academics where students will relate math knowledge to basketball games.
